REQUIREMENTS FOR THE CONTENT
1) The text of the paper is no more than 6 pages typed in MS WORD editor (ver. 6.0 or 7.0). This includes illustrations, appendices and a list of sources. The name of the file should be as following: "The_author's_full_name(surname and initials)_application" and "The_author's_full_name(surname and initials)_article"; 

2) Font is Times New Roman; size 14; single spaced, margins: left is 3 cm, the rest are 2 cm. The indentation is set automatically (1.25 cm). It should not be formatted with multiple spaces and tabs. Pages are not numbered; 

3) At the top of the page the title of the report is given in bold capital letters, below separated by an empty line are initials, surname, place of work, city, country; e-mail;
4) Abstract in Kazakh/Russian and English in italics (no more than 100 words); 

5) Key words (no more than 7); 

6) References are listed at the end of the text of the article. 

References are given in the order of citing sources in brackets: [1, p. 43-45]; if in the link it is necessary to indicate several sources, they are given in brackets separated by semicolons: [2, p. 1; 19, p. 10-12].

Figures (high-quality black-and-white pictures and clear photographs with an extension of at least 300 dpi) are provided as separate files (.jpg or .tif), the title of which contains the author's name and the figure number. 

In the text of the article whereas intended by the author, an inscription is given, which should contain: 

· Type (“Figure”, “Table” etc.) and serial number in Arabic numerals (with no № synmbol); 
· Title of the figure; 
· Explication with the legend and scale for maps and drawings. 

In the text, references to figures and applications are given in parentheses: (Fig. 2), (see Appendix 1). 
If an article contains appendixes, then they should be numbered and titled. At the end of the appendix the source details must be provided. If there are abbreviations in the text or in the list of sources and references then they must be deciphered in a special list of abbreviations at the end of the article.
