1. Erasmus+ financial support is intended to cover the additional, not full, costs associated with travel and stay at the Partner university.

2. Raising the amounts is not possible. The amounts for mobility with partner countries have been defined at the European level and applies to all countries.

3. The period of stay and financing will be specified in an individual agreement between the University of Rzeszów and the student / staff participating in the mobility.
4. A student meeting the criterion of the so-called "student with fewer opportunities" will receive an additional € 250 for each month of stay (so-called social allowance). People with fewer opportunities include:

	Decision of the university to grant a financial aid or belonging to a group of students meeting the criteria set out in the rector's order.


The student's home university should send a certificate in English to the University of Rzeszów that the student belongs to one of the above-mentioned group.
II. Student mobility
1. Incoming Students – students of the Partner University coming to the University 
of Rzeszów:
· Period of study at the University of Rzeszów and financing is about 4.5 months.
· In the case of incomplete months, the financial support from Erasmus+ EU funds is calculated by multiplying the number of days in the incomplete month with 1/30 of the unit cost per month.
· Students will receive contribution to the travel costs.
· Incoming Students will receive 90% of the financial support on the first day at the University of Rzeszów after signing the individual agreement. Cash payment at the bank.
· At the end of their mobility, Students are obliged to submit the online EU Survey.
· Incoming Students are obliged to bring to the International Relations Office of UR Learning Agreement after the mobility issued by the departmental coordinator of the University of Rzeszów 

· Incoming Students will receive the remaining 10% of the scholarship after bringing to the Erasmus+ institutional coordinator Learning Agreement after the mobility issued by the departmental coordinator and submission of the online EU survey at the end of their mobility period.

2. Outgoing Students – students of the University of Rzeszów going to the Partner University:
· UR students’ period of study depends on the receiving University.
· In the case of incomplete months, the financial support from Erasmus+ EU funds is calculated by multiplying the number of days in the incomplete month with 1/30 of the unit cost per month.
· Students will receive contribution to the travel costs.
· Outgoing Students will receive 90% of the financial support a few days before leaving Rzeszów, after signing the individual agreement. Payment by bank transfer.
· At the end of mobility, Students are obliged to submit the online EU Survey.
· Outgoing Students are obliged to bring to the International Relations Office of UR Learning Agreement after the mobility issued by the receiving University. 
· Outgoing Students will receive the remaining 10% of the scholarship after bringing to the Erasmus+ institutional coordinator Learning Agreement after the mobility issued by the receiving University and submission of the online EU survey.
III.  Staff mobility 
1. Staff period of mobility at the Partner University is 5 days. Staff is obliged to plan travel min. one day before and one day after staying at the Partner University. 

2. Staff will receive contribution to the travel costs. Travel distance is calculated using the distance calculator supported by the European Commission.
3. Staff coming to the UR will receive 100% of the financial support on the first day at the UR after signing the individual agreement. Cash payment at the bank.
4. Staff of the UR will receive 100% of financial support a few days before leaving for the mobility, after signing the individual agreement. Payment by bank transfer.
5. At the end of the mobility, Staff is obliged to submit the online EU Survey.
6. Staff of the Partner University is obliged to bring the certificate of stay to the appropriate Erasmus+ office at their home University. 
IV.  Spare funds

In the case of spare funds (e.g. resignation of students/staff), the University 
of Rzeszów has the possibility to:
- allocate funds for students from the reserve list 

- allocate funds for staff from the reserve list
- if there is no reserve list, choose a university that can send a mobility participant.
